We were having so much fun at last month’s
meeting that the MINUTES just seemed to have passed
us by!

(Regretfully, the minutes were not recorded.)
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NOTES FROM PAUL GARRIGAN:

STUD REMOVAL; Removal of these can be
really tough. Never attempt to just unscrew a stud
without doing two things first. Hit the top of the stud
a few times (protect the threads with a nut if you’re
planning on reusing it). The vibration helps break it
loose. Then attempt to TIGHTEN it slightly. Usually
it won’t give, but it seems to help break it loose
anyway. Then try to unscrew it.

If this didn’t work, I go to the next step.
Apply heat to the stud with an acetylene torch. If you
don’t have an acetylene torch, a propane unit will
work . . . it just takes longer . . . and we all know how
impatient I am. Once it is fairly warm (NOT hot),
press a wax candle against the stud near the block and
let the wax melt down the stud. The wax almost
always penetrates down into the threads and acts like a
lubricant. The stud will usually come out using the
usual “tighten first/loosen second” drill.

Sometimes they just break. “Easy outs”
seldom work for me . . . once an easy out breaks,
they’re nearly impossible to drill out since they’re
harder than my drill bits. I seldom even bother trying
them anymore. Now we’re faced with having to drill
them out. The problem here is that the drill seldom
goes down the center of the stud no matter how
careful we are . . . it just wants to “waller” off to one
side or the other. Make the top of the stud as flat as
possible by grinding and then center punch it . . . this
HAS to be in the exact center. Since I’'m using a
block stud as an example, the trick is to use an old
cylinder head as a guide. Bolt the head down using a
couple of bolts. The head will aid in keeping the frill
perpendicular and centered. The next trick is to use a
smaller bit than what the hole is by cutting a piece of
tin can or something and coiling it 360° and inserting
it into the bolt hole in the head to act as a centering
shim for a smaller drill. After drilling it out with a
3/16” or a 1/4” drill, remove most of the shim and
increase the drill bit to the size of the stud. When I’ve
drilled it out, I install a heli-coil and it’s as strong, if
not stronger, than it was. One thing I want to caution
you about . . . those exhaust manifold bolts are about
a Grade Zillion hardness and are usually a lot harder
than your drill bit. I’ve used carbide tipped masonry
bits with good success. Titanium bits would probably
work, but they cost a lot more than a masonry bit from
Hugh M. Woods.
